Strong

1. maintained/varied eye contact with audience throughout speech/ glanced at notes

2. voice was loud enough for audience to hear

3. varied vocal level and inflection / emphasized words/ energy

Part-way There

1. partial eye contact / only made eye contact with a few people/ read at times 

2. voice was loud at times/quiet at times

4. articulated clearly at times / mumbled at times/ a few word stumbles

5. spoke at a fairly good pace / at times spoke too quickly or slowly

6. used some vocalized pauses (“um” - “like”- “uh”)

7. some foot movement/ swaying / distracting movements

8. visual aids (if used) added some to the meaning

Just Beginning

1. had a hard time making eye contact / looked down or away / read speech

2. voice was too quiet

3. spoke in monotone / tried to vary tone but lacked word emphasis/ no energy

4. mumbled frequently / poor pronunciation / word stumbles

5. spoke too slowly or too quickly

6. used a lot of vocalized pauses (“um” - “like”- “uh”)

7. distracting foot movement/ swaying/ leaning on podium / fidgeting

8. visual aids (if used) did not add much to meaning or were confusing
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
